Sanitary Sewer System

Sewer Connection Policy

(date)
A preliminary engineering report was prepared in ______________ that included a sanitary sewer collection system and wastewater treatment plant to serve_____________(area description)_____________________. This report, and subsequent amendment and addendum reports, were prepared with the objective of providing a sewer collection and treatment system to adequately serve this area with the least cost to customers. In order to minimize the cost per customer, the number of customers must be maximized to distribute the cost of the “fixed” items among the greatest number of users. The ______________ County Commissioners have therefore established a sanitary sewer district in accordance with Section 6117 of the Ohio Revised Code.  The Commissioners have established the following policy regarding sanitary sewer connections to this system within this district:

1. All premises within the  (name service area)  from which the sewage or other waste originates shall connect to the sewer if the sewer is accessible, regardless of the condition of the existing septic tank or other sewage facilities on the premises. A gravity sewer is deemed to be accessible if the sewer can be accessed without crossing other private property (unless an easement is obtained by the County), regardless of the depth of the sewer. A pressure sewer is deemed to be accessible if the pressure within the sewer can be overcome with an individual grinder sewage pump on the premises as determined by the County and the sewer can be accessed without crossing other private property (unless an easement is obtained by the County).

2. All premises outside of the  (name service area)  where the foundation wall of the structure from which the sewage or other waste originates is within 200 feet of the common  sewage collection system or the nearest boundary of the right of way within which the  sewer is located shall connect to the  sewer if the sewer is accessible, regardless of the condition of the existing septic tank or other sewage facilities on the premises. A gravity sewer is deemed to be accessible if the sewer can be accessed without crossing other private property (unless an easement is obtained by the County), regardless of the depth of the sewer. A pressure sewer is deemed to be accessible if the pressure within the sewer can be overcome with an individual grinder sewage pump on the premises as determined by the County and the sewer can be accessed without crossing other private property (unless an easement is obtained by the County). 

3. The connections described in paragraphs 1 and 2 above must be made within 90 days of functional completion of the public sanitary sewer collection and wastewater treatment system. The customer will be considered on-line and will be billed for sanitary sewer service when the service is connected and in use, or 90 days after functional completion of the public sanitary sewer collection and wastewater system, whichever is earlier.

4. If the foundation wall of a premises is:

a. within the (name service area)  and adjacent to a pressure sewer system, or 

b. outside of the  (name service area)  but within 200 feet from the common pressure sewage collection system or the nearest boundary of the right of way within which the pressure sewer is located, or

c. within the  (name service area)  and adjacent to a gravity sewer collection system but it is determined by the County that a grinder pump and pressure sewer service is deemed necessary to connect a first floor premises to the gravity sewer

the County will construct a pressure sewer service from the common sewage collection system to the right of way line and will reimburse the property owner up to $7,000 of the cost of furnishing and installing a grinder pump and pressure sewer service from the right of way line to the structure being served, making all necessary plumbing and electrical connections, and abandoning the existing septic tank. If the cost of this work on private property is greater than $7,000, the property owner will be responsible for the additional cost. The property owner will also be responsible to verify that adequate electrical service is available at the residence and shall provide any electrical service upgrade deemed necessary for the grinder pump installation and pay for all necessary permits.

5.  If the foundation wall of a premises outside of the  (name service area)  is more than 200 feet from the common pressure sewage collection system or the nearest boundary of the right of way within which the pressure sewer is located, and if the property owner submits, in writing, prior to the time of construction of the pressure sewer, a request to connect to the sewer collection system and it is determined by the County that the pressure sewer is accessible, the County will construct a pressure sewer service from the common pressure sewage collection system to the right of way line and will reimburse the property owner up to $7,000 of the cost of furnishing and installing a grinder pump and pressure sewer service from the right of way line to the structure being served, making all necessary plumbing and electrical connections, and abandoning the existing septic tank. If the cost of this work on private property is greater than $7,000, the property owner will be responsible for the additional cost. The property owner will also be responsible to verify that adequate electrical service is available at the residence and shall provide any electrical service upgrade deemed necessary for the grinder pump installation and pay for all necessary permits. 

If the property owner does not submit, in writing, prior to the construction of the pressure sewer, a request to connect to the pressure sewer collection system, it will be his responsibility to construct the sewer service lateral from the pressure sewer to the existing structure being served if, at some time in the future, the property owner chooses to connect to the system as well as pay for the grinder pump and pressure sewer tap and all other appurtenant work.

6. Where the gravity sewer is located within the public right of way, a sanitary sewer service lateral will be extended by the County from the common gravity sewer to the right of way line to serve individual premises that meet the above criteria at the time of construction of the gravity sewer. It will be the property owner’s responsibility to extend the sewer from the right of way line to the existing structure to be served.

7. Where the gravity sewer is located in an easement, a sanitary sewer lateral wye branch will be provided by the County on the common gravity sewer toward the property being served by the sewer that meet the above criteria at the time of construction of the gravity sewer. It will be the property owner’s responsibility to extend the sewer from that point to the existing structure being served.

8. It will be the individual property owner’s responsibility to operate and maintain all gravity and pressure sanitary sewer service on private property, including sewers, pressure piping, pumps, and appurtenant items. The County will operate and maintain all sewer systems in public rights of way and easements.

9. All sanitary sewer service materials shall be approved by the County. Construction of the sanitary sewer services shall be provided only by contractors that have been pre-approved by the County. All installations shall be inspected by the County or its authorized representative prior to backfill.
